As a reminder, the City of Raleigh states: "it is against the law for dogs and cats to run unrestrained within the City limits. They must be confined to their property or walked on a leash."  This rule is for the safety of your neighbors, their animals and children, and your pet!  Traffic in this area is increasing rapidly, and we all want to keep our pets safe.  


If you see animals running without a leash, DO NOT try to catch them. Call the SPCA Animal Shelter at 807-5260.  Also, be aware that the City of Raleigh charges owners of pets caught with a misdemeanor violation and a fine before they will return your pet to you. 


Highway 540 � EMBED PictureIt!.Picture \s ��� Construction Construction on the I-540 stretch from Capital Blvd to Hwy 401 is well underway. After completion, DOT officials will return the neighborhood common area that they "borrowed" during construction. At that time, Remington Park HOA will use the monies set aside for reforestation to plant trees and clean up that area. We are exploring the option to purchase extra trees (at a discount). Homeowners will be able to buy them in order to build tree buffers on their own land.  The HOA will provide more details on a possible "tree sale" when     I-540 is complete.

Tool Sheds/Storage Buildings


Buildings/ structures not attached to the primary home are to be constructed of wood, stone, or brick.  Building materials, colors, and style should match the primary home as closely as possible.  The building/structure is to be no larger than 240 square feet.  Foundations or under pinning should be covered with a skirting or shrubbery to conceal openings.  No building/structure is permitted beyond the front plane of the primary home.  No more than one (1) detached building/structure is permitted per lot.


Mailboxes � � � � � � �


All mailboxes are to be mounted on a wood or wrought iron post constructed in a “t” design.  The posts can be left natural or painted to match the colors of the home with the house numbers mounted on the post.  The mailbox should be of standard size and in a design to complement the home.

During the HOA Board meeting on June 21, 2004, we discussed placing benches among the trees and/or a few picnic tables along the grassy areas at the front entrance of Remington Park.
