Garbage Pick Up Details -


There seems to be confusion about where to place the garbage carts for pickup. According to the City of Raleigh web site, homeowners should place the cart a few inches from the curb or edge of the street; do not place it in the street. The cart should be placed so that the cart handle faces your house and the front of the cart where the lid opens faces the street (see arrow on cart lid). The cart must be at least five feet from mailboxes, utility poles, parked cars or other items that collection equipment can damage.
