Guidelines for Architectural Modifications

Disclaimer: These guidelines in no way imply or are a substitute for Architectural approval.  All modifications except satellite dishes  are subject to Article V of the Declaration of Covenants require the homeowner to submit an Architectural Change Form.  These guidelines are to provide clarity for commonly requested modifications and to assist the homeowner in the making of these decisions.  As per Article V, Section 6, the Homeowner’s Association can enforce the provisions of the covenants at anytime by 1) suspending privileges in the common areas ( Article III, Section 3), 2) add the cost of restoring a Lot to its original condition to the annual assessment ( Article IV Section1(c) ), and 3) place liens on said properties in the event these assessments are not paid ( Article IV  Section 9). The North Carolina Planned Community Act, General Statue 47F also gives the board the power to institute legal action or charge fines of up to $150 per day for violations of the architectural guidelines established by the Association.

Fencing
No fence within the development is to extend beyond the front plane of the home.   Fences  within the development must be constructed of wood and are to be no higher than six (6) feet.  The height of the fence should remain at a constant level.  On sloping properties, fencing should be stepped up or down then leveled for a length of no less than ten (10) feet.  Fences should have a minimum of two accesses.  Note: Fences existing on right-a-ways or easements should also have accesses.

Tool Sheds/Storage Buildings

Buildings/ structures not attached to the primary home are to be constructed of wood, stone, or brick.  Building materials, colors, and style should match the primary home as closely as possible.  The building/structure is to be no larger than 240 square feet.  Foundations or under pinning should be covered with a skirting or shrubbery to conceal openings.  No building/structure is permitted beyond the front plane of the primary home.  No more than one (1) detached building/structure permitted per lot.

Existing Structure Modifications
No modification, alteration, addition, or change to the color scheme or physical characteristics of a structure or building is permitted without written approval.  Examples are: installation of siding; roof replacement involving a color change; changing home (siding, trim) colors; installation or removal of windows, door, etc.; additions of porches, decks, rooms or any other change/modification which affects the external appearance of the home.

Mailboxes
All mailboxes are to be mounted on a wood post constructed in a “t” design.  The posts can be left natural or painted to match the colors of the home with the house numbers mounted on the  post.  The mail box should be of standard size and in a design to compliment the home.

Satellite Dishes
Satellite dishes can be no larger than three (3) feet in diameter.  All satellite dishes must be mounted attached to the house, preferably located on the rear of the house out of view from the streets of the neighborhood. 
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
