401 is finally finished!  I know we all enjoy getting in and out of the entrance a lot easier and faster.  The back entrance on Bivens, however, is less than desirable.  The right turn lane coming from the mall that is supposed to end at Fox Road is very confusing for many drivers.  Many people are continuing on past Fox Road and turning right onto Bivens, instead of using the left lane, which has caused several accidents.  DOT is aware of the situation but has not offered a solution as of yet.  Please be very  cautious at this intersection.

540 Loop construction update:  The State DOT is still in the process of obtaining a very small parcel of land from Remington Park and Strawn’s Crossing associations.  This parcel of land will be used only as a right of way for some 540 Loop drainage work.  We wish to thank all of the homeowners who sent in their vote to allow DOT to purchase this strip of land rather than condemn it and not have to pay anything.  We have the needed number of votes, but Strawn’s Crossing is 20 votes short as of last month.  We will keep you posted on this when we learn of the final outcome.

Many of us have mourned the chopping down of all of the trees on the corner of Fox and Old Wake Forest to make room for the new development, Poyner Place.  But many of us are also anxiously awaiting the arrival of our own Super Target!   A write up in the News & Observer stated:  “The 174,675-square foot store should open next fall.  Other retailers, such as Linens’n Things, Dicks Sporting Goods and World Market are also looking at the center.”
