�Summer is officially here, along with the bugs, spiders, mosquitoes, and snakes.  Please be sure to empty all standing water and keep flowerbeds and natural areas weed-free and under control.  We do not want to provide living places for harmful bugs and ‘critters’.  


Keep all gas cans and other poisonous liquids and chemicals in a safe place and out of reach of children and pets


Inform visiting friends and family where they can park at your house. Please do not allow parking in the yard.


Tool Sheds/Storage Buildings


Buildings/ structures not attached to the primary home are to be constructed of wood, stone, or brick.  Building materials, colors, and style should match the primary home as closely as possible.  The building/structure is to be no larger than 240 square feet.  Foundations or under pinning should be covered with a skirting or shrubbery to conceal openings.  No building/structure is permitted beyond the front plane of the primary home.  No more than one (1) detached building/structure is permitted per lot.


Mailboxes � � � � � � �


All mailboxes are to be mounted on a wood or wrought iron post constructed in a “t” design.  The posts can be left natural or painted to match the colors of the home with the house numbers mounted on the post.  The mailbox should be of standard size and in a design to complement the home.

During the HOA Board meeting on June 21, 2004, we discussed placing benches among the trees and/or a few picnic tables along the grassy areas at the front entrance of Remington Park.  This stretch of trees and sidewalk provides an excellent walking and exercising spot, which many homeowners already utilize. Homeowners Speak Out 


The HOA Board received several responses to our request in the Spring newsletter asking for feedback on expanding the trees along the Sinclair Drive creek area and removing the Remington Forest sign.  After reviewing the responses, we decided to develop other ideas for visually unifying the neighborhood. Thank you for your suggestions and feedback!


FYI - MERGING NEIGHBORHOODS


As many of you are aware, Remington Park is facing a lot of pressure from the development in this area. We have been in discussion with Strawn’s Crossing (located along Sinclair Dr. between 401 and the intersection of Bivens Dr.) to merge our two neighborhoods. Because this is a big step, we wouldn’t go forward without letting you, our valuable members of the HOA, make the decision. The merger will likely come to a vote within the next year, and as such, we wanted to provide some information and answers to common questions you may have:


�





Benefits of Merging Neighborhoods:


Having a larger community size (approx. 180 homes) will allow us to have more activities within the community, such as cookouts and holiday celebrations.


Costs of landscaping and community improvements (like the proposed playground at the lake) will no longer be split. This will allow us to build bigger and better things for our community.


Having one HOA board instead of two will allow us to implement projects with greater efficiency. An example of this may include the proposed park at the lake.


Having a larger neighborhood will allow for better bargaining power for community needs from the City of Raleigh.


Now that the entire neighborhood is in the City of Raleigh, we’ll be eligible for a Crime Watch program. Having a larger community watching out for each other will help protect our homes and our children.


The DOT land purchase provided a set amount of money, per neighborhood, for rebuilding and reforesting the area between our neighborhoods and I-540. With the neighborhoods merged, we can do more with this money to lessen the noise and to make the area safer.


Merging the neighborhoods will provide us all with a bigger pool of resources to draw from, from babysitting and pet-sitting, to community events like the Women’s Social, to our actual HOA Board of Directors.


Access to the lake will be open to everyone; currently the only entrance is on Remington Lake Dr. in Strawn’s Crossing


Legally, Strawn’s Crossing was always intended to be part of Remington Park. Merging the neighborhoods will lessen confusion for potential homebuyers and sellers





Common Questions about Merging Neighborhoods:


Q: Will my HOA dues go down?


A: We can’t say for sure at this time whether the merger would allow us to lower dues, but we have discussed it, and would like to lower dues if possible.

Q: Will my property values be affected by adding other houses?


A: No. Because the legal name of all three areas, Remington Park, Remington Forest, and Strawn’s Crossing, is Remington Park, the merger will not affect your property values. All three areas are already used to determine your current property value, and that will not change.

Q: Will the bylaws and covenants be changed?


A: Yes. The bylaws and covenants will have to be adjusted for both neighborhoods to whatever is in the best interests of the homeowners. All of the members of each HOA will have the opportunity to vote on the specific changes.

Q: What will happen to the front entrance, and the other landscaped areas (such as around the lake)?


A: All of the landscaping costs and decisions are currently shared by both neighborhoods. Merging the neighborhoods will not affect this.

Q: Will we still have Morgan Property Management as our management company?


A: Yes. Currently, Morgan Property Management is the management company for both neighborhoods. The merger would not change this.

Architecture Change Guidelines


To accelerate the process, efforts are being implemented to provide Architecture Change Forms as well as other documents online at our website - � HYPERLINK "http://www.remingtonparkhoa.org" ��www.remingtonparkhoa.org�.  If your projects meet the guidelines of the Remington Park Covenants, an approval can be processed quickly.  Below are a few guidelines for architecture:


Disclaimer: These guidelines in no way imply or are a substitute for Architectural approval.  All modifications except satellite dishes are subject to Article V of the Declaration of Covenants that requires the homeowner to submit an Architectural Change Form.  These guidelines are to provide clarity for commonly requested modifications and to assist the homeowner in making these decisions.   Please refer to your copy of the Covenants for more information.


Fencing ��


No fence within the development is to extend beyond the front plane of the home.   Fences must be constructed of wood and are to be no higher than six (6) feet.  The height of the fence should remain at a constant level.  On sloping properties, fencing should be stepped up or down then leveled for a length of no less than ten (10) feet.  Fences should have a minimum of two accesses.  Note: Fences existing on rights-of-way or easements should also have accesses.


Satellite Dishes


Satellite dishes can be no larger than one (1) meter in diameter.  All satellite dishes must be mounted attached to the house, preferably located on the rear of the house out of view from the streets of the neighborhood. 


Existing Structure Modifications


No modification, alteration, addition, or change to the color scheme or physical characteristics of a structure or building is permitted without written approval.  Examples are: installation of siding; roof replacement involving a color change; changing home (siding, trim) colors; installation or removal of windows, doors, etc; additions of porches, decks, rooms or any other change/modification which affects the external appearance of the home.
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
