540 Loop construction update.  The State DOT is in the process of obtaining a very small parcel of land from the Remington Park/Remington Forest and Strawn’s Crossing associations.  This parcel of land will be used only as a right of way for some 540 Loop drainage work.

A new development has been proposed, Poyner Place.  This development is adjacent to the Triangle Town Center mall, between the mall and Fox Road.  The Raleigh planning commission has initially approved it.

As a result from complaints and comments from residents in the Remington Forest area, a petition is being routed to restrict parking on the streets in this section (Sinclair, Stadler, Lymington, Rosewater) as a city ordinance.

The city of Raleigh handles the recycling for the Remington Forest section.  This includes newspaper and glass.  Pick up is the 2nd and 4th Tuesday of each month.  If you don’t 
recycle and you would like to participate, call 831.6522 to learn more.
