eighborhood Rule Revision

Currently, there is a neighborhood rule regarding the parking of vehicles in the street which reads, “The by-laws and covenants state that homeowners are not allowed to park on the street.  Please be aware of this because excessive violations will not be tolerated and you could be fined.”  The Board of Directors has received numerous complaints concerning this and has decided to change the wording of this rule and institute a procedure for fining repeat offenders.  The new rule now reads, “The by-laws and covenants state that homeowners are not allowed to park on the street.  Consistent vehicle parking in the street will not be tolerated.  Warnings will be issued and then fines will be assessed at $5 per day until resident complies with rule.”   The procedure for fining residents for this is the following:

Two warnings will be issued for consistent street parking.  If the vehicle is not removed after the second warning, a fine of $5 per day will be instituted until the vehicle is removed.

ovenants

If you are planning to do anything with your home or property, it is recommended that homeowners check their covenants before embarking on their project.  There are certain rules that govern various aspects about living in this community. If you have a certain project in mind, an architectural change form is required to be submitted and approved before work can begin. The architectural change form is reviewed for approval by Keith Anzalone.
