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ntroduction

It is a welcome sight to see the nice warm days of summer.  With that though has brought a lack of rainfall in the Raleigh area.  This area is approximately 6 inches below its normal rainfall amount.  And we still have the hot months of July and August to go.  A recent visit to Falls Lake indicated a decrease in the water level by about 2 feet from a visit 2 weeks prior.  And with the lack of rainfall has brought a mandatory water restriction order by the City of Raleigh until further notice.  Some of the restrictions are very easy to follow and will help the City’s water supply.

· Homeowners are not to water more than once per day and only on the assigned day for the property.  Properties with addresses ending with an odd number may only irrigate only on odd calendar dates.  Those properties with addresses ending with an even number may irrigate only on even calendar dates.  Do not water on consecutive days and do not apply more than one inch of water per week.  Note:  Grass will go semi-dormant in hot weather.  Just because it is brown does not necessarily mean that it is dead.

· No washing of motor vehicles, except at commercial establishments.

Failure to comply with these restrictions will result in a fine of $500 per day for each day the violation is committed.

These are some additional water conservation suggestions:

· Check for leaks in toilets and faucets and repair them immediately.

· Store drinking water in the refrigerator.

· Use short showers for bathing.

· Do not leave faucet running while shaving or rinsing dishes.

· Wash full loads in clothes washer and dishwasher.

· Use disposable and biodegradeable dishes.

Following these simple suggestions will help conserve a limited valuable resource.

In a related note, with the upcoming July 4th holiday Raleigh Fire Chief Earl Fowler is advising that residents do not ignite any fireworks.  With the dry conditions a fire could start very easily and get out of control.
